· Family functioning predicts the potential to promote foster child development, co-parent foster children, and integrate foster children into the foster family. 

· The greater the marital satisfaction  the greater the potential to co-parent foster children but, unexpectedly, the less the potential to provide kinship care. 

· The less the overt interparental hostility, the greater the potential to co-parent foster children. 

· The greater the parenting satisfaction, the greater the potential to integrate foster children into the foster family. 

· The greater the parental acceptance, the greater the potential to promote foster child development.

· The more time available to foster, the greater the potential to promote foster child development, to foster challenging children, and to integrate foster children into the foster family. 

· The greater the family resources in general, the higher the potential to manage worker/agency challenges and to co-parent foster children.

· Anticipated help with fostering from professionals predicts the potential to foster challenging children, and social support accounts for 3% of the variance in this subscale. 

· The greater the cultural receptivity, the greater the potential to promote foster child development, foster challenging children, integrate foster children into the foster family, and to co-parent foster children. 

· The greater the perceived responsibility for parenting, the greater the potential to promote foster child development, manage worker/agency challenges, and co-parent foster children. 

· The less the perceived responsibility for working with the foster care agency, the greater the potential to promote foster child development and to co-parent foster children. 

· The greater the willingness to foster children with behavioral or emotional problems, the greater the potential to foster challenging children. 

· The greater the willingness to foster children with special needs, the greater the potential to integrate foster children into the foster family. 

· The greater the willingness to foster children five or younger, the less the potential to foster challenging children and to integrate foster children into the foster family. 

· The greater the willingness to foster children of a different race, religion, culture, or sexual orientation, the greater the potential to foster challenging children. 

· The greater the personal dedication to fostering, the greater the potential to promote foster child development, to foster challenging children, to co-parent foster children, to integrate foster children into the foster family, and to provide kinship care. 

· The greater the ability to work with birth parents, the greater the potential for all six dimensions of foster parent potential.
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
